Scholarship application forms are available in the school offices, the Central
Office and on the RCS website at www.RegisCatholicSchools.com
Place your completed scholarship application in an envelope and turn in to your
school office by Wednesday, April 1, 2026 at 3pm, to be eligible for scholarship
consideration.
All applicants must have their community service hours for the current school
year and all previous years complete and turned in to the office by April 1, 2026
to be eligible for scholarship consideration.
Please complete only one application form to be considered for general
scholarships for which you qualify. You need not apply separately for each
scholarship. If you are applying for scholarships requiring essays, please title the
essay with the scholarship name and attach it to your completed application.
Any organization or individual may change the amount of the scholarship or the
number of scholarships awarded at their discretion.
The Regis Middle School Scholarship Committee, Regis High School
Scholarship Committee, or the sponsoring family/ organization will review the
applications and select recipients based on the criteria outlined.
The student receiving the scholarship is responsible for writing a thank you note.
No scholarship dollars will be credited to a student’s tuition account until the note
has been written. Thank you cards will be provided by the school and must be
returned unsealed to the high school office for verification.
A scholarship is deducted from the total tuition charged before any waivers or
modifications for tuition assistance are applied.
